Larry Frederick Larry Frederick, who was struck by a car driven by a drunk 

driver some 18 years ago while on duty as an Oakland, CA police 
offi cer, is visiting Rhode Island as part of his Life Across America 
2010 campaign. 
 Larry is biking across the U.S., promoting the need for blood 
donations, and telling people how thankful he was for the anonymous 
donors who provided the 110 units of blood  products he needed to 
survive. 
 “When I go to a blood drive, when I walk up to a donor and 
say, ‘Thank you, it was someone just like you who helped to save my 
life,’…there is an electricity that brings tears to my eyes and tears to 
their eyes,” Frederick said
 Frederick is among blood recipients participating in the Rhode 
Island Blood Center’s summer program highlighting individual blood 
recipients whose lives were saved with the help of blood donors. The 
Blood Center began the program just before Memorial Day in 
recognition of the unique challenges of blood donation during the 
summer months, hopeful of reminding Rhode Islanders of the 
importance of donating blood regularly through the eyes of those 
who have depended upon it.
 A husband and father of six children, Frederick knows the importance of blood donation. 
 This is Frederick’s third bike tour of the United States in promotion of blood donations. In June 1996, 
Frederick began the fi rst “Life Across America” nationwide tour with his son, traveling nearly 4,300 miles. In 
2008,  Frederick rode across the northern states and Canada. 
 This year’s tour has taken him from San Francisco to Portsmouth, NH, some 3,850 miles. He begins 
his return to Santa Rosa, CA with his visit to Rhode Island on July 29.  Along the way they will visit numerous 
blood centers, encouraging individuals to donate blood.
